They participated in activities that
gave them practice with listening and reading, conversations, and infinitive and
gerund forms after verbs, In American Studies, students learned vocabulary, reading
comprehension, presentation, writing, and listening skills by working with partners
and groups with content in the following units: U.S's early 20th century, Harlem
Renaissance, and the 1940s and 1950s They also began working on their PowerPoints
for their final presentation for IES class, as well as working on presentation skills.
