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Classes - Another week of perfect attendance!

» Experience Ellensburg:This week students went on a field trip
around CWU. This included the Museum of Culture and
Environment, the Sarah Spurgeon Art Gallery and then a
scavenger hunt around campus looking for examples of art. In
addition to filling out a worksheet, students are required to ask a
question of a staff member during the exercursion. Each student
took photos during the field trip and submitted a written summary
of their experience. In the final class of the week everyone had a
chance to debrief their field trip and discuss what they learned
and enjoyed. On Friday, February 19, students learned about
Japanese American internment camps and had an extra credit
assighment to watch some videos and write a reflection about the
topic. It is especially moving since they are now here in the US.

e Career Skills: Students discussed skills that are needed in the
workforce today and evaluated whether they possessed them or
not. They then learned how to write about those skills in connection
with their work and volunteer experience in preparation for building
an American-style resume. They also joined a class of CWU
education majors and were taught lessons on American culture
such as holidays, high school club activities, and the rodeo. The
DAVE class concluded with students discussing current and dream
jobs, interesting jobs in Japan vs the US, and their own career paths.

¢ English Communications: This week students learned how to
communicate effectively with their American roommate and to
solve any problems that they may have. They also had a speaking
test with a classmate, using small talk skills. Every class was very
active and fun, especially because many CWU students
volunteered to join class and help WSP students with the lessons!
Other activities included learning American slang, discussing the
differences between American and Japanese supermarkets, and
playing an online review game called Kahoot. The week ended with
a very special zoom class where WSP students met with CWU 3rd
year Japanese language students to discuss English, Japanese
and music together!
