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Classes

In Explore Spokane this week, students
learned about the Expo '74 Spokane's World
Fair. Spokane was the smallest city ever to
hold a world's fair, and attracted over 5
million visitors. It was held as an attempt to
revitalize the downtown area. It brought
cultural exchange, new technology, and the
development of several structures that
remain today in downtown Spokane. To
prepare for the lecture, students learned and
practiced vocabulary using Kahoot, and
discussed and brainstormed in small groups
what it takes for people to improve cities. At
the end of the week, students were broken
into six different teams and went on a
scavenger hunt to locate the World Fair
landmarks that they learned about in their

lecture.
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Classes

In week 5 of American Studies: Contemporary
Issues, students discussed Civil Rights in America.
They listened to and reviewed a lecture on Civil
Rights and discussed racism and issues in Japan
with EWU volunteers. They also read a short
history of the Black Lives Matter (BLM) movement
in the United States. After the reading, they
discussed the history and perspectives of the
movement from EWU students. Finally, in a large
group discussion led by the MultiCultural Center,
students learned what it's like being an African
American in the United States and why the BLM is

important in spreading awareness of issues facing

African Americans in America today.

Career Development students visited the EWU
Writers' Center and were able to practice some of
their job interview questions. They also had
conversation practice. Additionally, students had a
reading comprehension activity where they learned

about the career development of Soichiro Honda and

learned things like the importance of marketing. For

example, Honda used the slogan "You meet the
nicest people on a Honda" and targeted an audience
of Americans who were watching the Academy
awards and sold one million Honda motorcycles in
the U.S. that year. Students learned new vocabulary,
practiced reading comprehension, and did a writing
activity about the ideas in the reading. Students are
working on a group presentation and will begin
individual PowerPoint presentations next week.
They will make appointments at the Writers' Center
to receive help with organizing. developing, and

practicing their presentations.
